What is the Downtown Raleigh Home Tour?

The Downtown Raleigh Home Tour is a one-day, self-guided tour of downtown’s mix of housing styles such as condominiums, townhouses, lofts, apartments, and single family homes. This event stands apart from other tours because it is the only one held in the downtown business district. Unlike other tours where a car is necessary to travel to each neighborhood, the proximity of the showcased homes in downtown allows tour goers the opportunity to walk from one home or residential building to the next. The ambience of urban life and convenience of walking to numerous restaurants and cafes, museums and cultural venues, retail shops, and parks addresses the need of many wanting to live a healthier lifestyle and have less impact on the environment by reducing their carbon footprint.

Main Benefits of the Program

· Encourages people to live in downtown and increases the number of downtown residents

· Educates the public about downtown living

· Endorses downtown as a safe, clean, and quality environment in which to live

· Reveals the accessibility and walk-ability to dining, retail, and cultural venues

· Impacts merchants’ sales on day of the event

Each year the Downtown Raleigh Home Tour strives to accomplish several goals; however, the primary goal is to increase the number of residents in downtown by show housing and remodeling options that make city living interesting, exciting and possible at all life stages. Submissions that will result in an interesting and well-rounded Home Tour are encouraged. We are looking for:

· A variety of home styles and types

Homes within easy walking distance of each other. If your neighborhood has not had a concentration of Tour homes recently, it might be time to encourage others in your area to be open and to let your neighbors know that you are applying.*

· Historical significance and historically sensitive adaptive reuse

· “Green” remodeling, construction, energy-efficiencies

· “Cool factor” – the draw of the unusual. Examples: solar-powered home, architect-designed in an unusual setting or using non-traditional materials, artist home/business combinations

· Remodeling projects – from small do-it-yourself decorating to large contractor-executed additions. Kitchen and bath remodels and additions are favorites; two-story additions, second-story addition and basement or attic finishing also draw interest.

· Life stage adaptations or construction. Example: Making an existing home handicap-accessible, or enlarging to accommodate growing families.

*Neighborhood groups that nominate multiple homes may have the groupings featured as neighborhood tours. Often, enthusiastic residents offer their homes (whether or not remodeled) as a way to illustrate the housing stock, quality of life, activities and amenities unique to their neighborhood. Ask the Home Tour Coordinator for details.
